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COMMUNITY RESEARCH QUARTERLY ANALYSIS1

In May of 2007 the Alaska Department of Commerce, Community and Economic 

Development (DCCED) certified the 2006 Fairbanks North Star Borough (FNSB) population as 
96,888.  This compares with a 2006 estimates of 87,849 (Alaska Department of Labor) and 86,754 
(US Census Bureau).  In this analysis we will use this information to estimate the FNSB population 
growth rate since 2000, to recalculate FNSB per capita personal income and workforce participation.  
We conclude by briefly reviewing first quarter housing information and anticipated FNSB troop level 
changes.  Let us begin with a recalculation of the FNSB population since 2000.   

 
2006 FNSB Population certified at 96,888 

As previously noted, the DCCED has certified the FNSB population at 96,888 people.  While 
we can only hypothesize about the reason for the dramatically different estimates, we can readily 
discuss the impact this information has on our understanding of our community.  First, let us clearly 
state that the recently certified FNSB population increase was not an instantaneous event, we didn’t 
grow 9,039 people in one year.  Rather as has been observed within these pages, the FNSB residential 
construction and vacancy rates suggest that the community has been growing steadily since the 2000 
census.  We can use this information to estimate how the FNSB grew to 96,888 since the 2000 US 
Census, which is reflected in Figure 1 below.   

 
For Figure 1 to be meaningful, we must first explain its components: 1) new residential 

housing units, 2) vacancy rates, and 3) population per household (pph).  The first element of the 
Figure “new residential housing units” is information tracked by the FNSB Assessing Department 
and reported annually in the CRQ.  The second element “vacancy rates” is also reported every quarter 
in the CRQ.  The third element “pph” can only be developed by surveying the community.  While the 
FNSB surveyed the community to develop the 2006 population estimate, it does not have this data for 
2000-2005.   

 
Three population estimates are represented in Figure 1: the lowest estimate is an average of 

the US Census and AK DOL annual estimate.i  The middle line represents a population estimate 
using FNSB assessing data and the 2000 US Census vacancy rate and pph.ii  The second estimate was 
developed using the FNSB assessing data, the annual average FNSB CRQ vacancy rate, and the US 
Census pph data.  Both estimates are strikingly similar, with an average 2006 estimate of 96,359.  
They both reflect an average annual growth ranging from a low of 1.7% to a high of 3.9%, with an 
overall average annual rate of 2%, a healthy sustainable rate.  Now that the elements of the Figure 1 
have been explained, let us explore what they mean to our understanding of the FNSB economy.

What does our population growth mean beyond the obvious that we have 9,000 more people 
in our region than previously documented?  The larger population changes the “denominator” in 
many of “per capita” measures, and calls into question other population estimates like the percentage 
of seniors, or youth in our population.  What we don’t know as a result of this work, is where the 
divergence between estimates and reality occurs, and we probably won’t know this answer until the 
2010 census results are published.  However, we can use this recalculated population estimate to 
recalculate per capita measures, beginning with per capita personal income.  
 
Per Capita Personal Income Recalculations 

The US Bureau of Economic Analysis calculates per capita personal income by dividing the 
total regional personal income by the number of area residents.  The documented increase in FNSB 
residents means we need to recalculate per capita personal income.  It should be understood that this 
does not mean that the real per capita personal income has changed as a result of the recount, only its 
numeric representation and accuracy.  Intuitively we know that if the total personal income remained 
the same and the number of residents increased, then per capita personal income must be lower than 
previously reported.  The US Bureau of Economic Analysis (BEA) per capita personal income 
contains almost all cash and non-cash types of income (US BEA, 2000). iii  We will now turn to 
Figure 2 which depicts the per capita personal income recalculation.

Figure 2 reflects the FNSB per capita personal income as calculated by the BEA using the US 

Census population figures and as recalculated using per capita DCCED estimates,iv as well as the 
Nationalv and Anchorage per capita personal incomes for reference.  Again, this is not a new 
situation, but a more clear reflection of the FNSB economic reality.  According to Figure 2, the FNSB 
personal per capita income has been below the national personal per capita income level since at least 
2000.  This raises the question of when FNSB per capita personal income first came to be similar to 
the national per capita income level and what that means to us as a community.  Figure 3 contains 
some of these answers.   

 
Figure 3 depicts the FNSB per capita personal income from 1969-2005.  There are certain 

economic events that clearly pop out at us: the pre-pipeline economy (1969-73), pipeline construction 
and startup (1974-77), the impact of the following building boom (early eighties), the construction 
slow down (1986-96), and then a slow but steady increase in residential construction.  The per capita 
income and new construction trends have some relationship until the early nineties when residential 
construction begins increasing but per capita personal income remains close to the national average.  
This chart seems to reflects a slow change economy as the FNSB has moved from an isolated, pre-
pipeline economy into a more diversified economy.  This clearly must be the subject of a future 
research quarterly.

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While these Figures reflect these correlations, what they don’t show is the relationship to per 
capita personal income and cost of living over time.  For that we need to turn to information about 
FNSB income and cost of living over time.  Figure 5 reflects FNSB, Anchorage, and National per 
capita income from 1969-2005.  As noted earlier, we see that FNSB per capita personal income began 
synching up with the national average in the late ‘80s and has been losing ground since.  Anchorage 
has remained above the national average, but has followed a similar trend.

What can we learn about the FSNB cost of living?  Three different studies provide cost of 
living information about the FNSB: ACCRA, Runzheimer, and US Department of Defense.  
ACCRA measures professional and managerial expenditures to other local and national 
communities.  The Runzheimer study produces similar findings that also allow comparisons to other 
locations. Finally, the Department of Defense tracks consumer expenditures to adjust military pay to 
compensate for geographic differences in costs of living.  

These three measures report widely divergent costs of living: ranging from 8 percent 
(Runzheimer), 16 percent (federal COLA), to 33 percent (ACCRA) above the national 
average (Alaska DOL, 2006; FNSB, 2007).  The main difference between ACCRA and 
Runzheimer is how they treat taxes; ACCRA does not consider the effect of Federal, State 
and Local taxes but Runzheimer does.  One could therefore argue that the Runzheimer study 
is a more realistic representation of FNSB costs of living compared to the national average, 
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or that our costs of living are about 8 percent higher than the national average.vi  New 
information will become available about the cost of living in the next quarterly.   

 
People Participating in the Fairbanks North Star Borough Workforce 

Since unemployment is a ratio of everybody in the workforce, including those 
actively looking for work to those that are employed, the unemployment rate is not impacted 
by the new population estimate.  What does change is the percentage of total population 
participating in the workforce.  Last quarter we calculated the percent of FNSB residents that 
were participating in the workforce and noted that it would be lower with the updated 
population estimate.  We see that, when we include military troops, we had 54,053 people 
participating in the workforce, which, using US Census total population estimates, results in 
a work force participation rate of 62%.  When we use the DCCED certified total population 
estimate, we find 56% of the FNSB population participating in the FNSB workforce, a six 
percent difference.

Housing Market  
 The housing market is on many people’s minds these days, so let us move on to that topic.  
The first quarter housing information reflects a tight housing market.  At one and a half percent, the 
rental vacancy rate was almost non-existent.  Further, home sales were up 39 percent and sales prices 
up nine percent over first quarter 2006.  This reflects the presence of the Stryker Brigade returning 
from Iraq and the additional 685 Stryker troops moving up from Anchorage.    
 
Troop Level Changes 

This takes us to the question of changes in military troop strength.  Figure 8 reflects troop 
level estimates for 2007-2011.  What we see here in 2007 are an estimated 600 additional troops 
arriving at Ft. Wainwright and 200 Aviation Task Force Troops departing for 15 months.  As no 
Stryker Brigade deployment is presently scheduled, it is not reflected in the chart.  Also indicated is a 
small anticipated increase in troops being deployed to Ft. Wainwright between 2008 through 2010.  
These are simply the current best guesses; all are subject to funding, policy, and political decisions (L. 
Douglass, personal communications, June, 2007).

 In summary, the DCCED certified population count does not reflect a change in our 
community, but a more accurate representation of our community.  By better understanding our 
economic reality we can make better decisions about developing the FNSB community and economy.  
Our community has the institutional capability to understand our economy and to systematically 
change our course.  This information can be used effectively to bring into play existing tools 
necessary to raise income levels and the quality of life.
