In the Summer 2007 Community Research Quarterly Analysis we reviewed the industry
sectors that accounted for more than one percent of the Fairbanks North Star Borough (FNSB) Gross
Borough Product (GBP). This quarter we will look at the residential construction and real estate sub-
sectors in more detail. We will also look at the recently revised U. S. Census Bureau (US Census)
2006 population estimate and what it means to the FNSB community. Let us begin with the
residential construction and real estate sub-sector.

Residential Construction and Real Estate

Currently there is a great deal of discussion about the national residential sub-prime mortgage
and its impact on the national housing market. Locally, this has left many wondering about the health
of the Alaskan and Fairbanks’ real estate market. Alaska Housing Finance Corporation (AHFC)
recently reported that the Alaska real estate market is stable overall. In the second quarter 2007
Alaska had a 3.3% loan delinquency rate, which is within historic norms. AHFC’s CEO, Dan Fauske
states that “Today what we have is a cooling off of the overheated housing market from the past
several years. The state’s economy is doing just fine” (Bradner, Nov. 11, 2007).

When we look more specifically at the Fairbanks market we find similar information.
According to AHFC analyst James Wiedle, “Compared to the same period last year [3rd quarter]
single family loan volume in Anchorage dropped 19%, Mat-Su, 14% and Fairbanks, 8%” (email,
December 4, 2007). The information reported in this month’s Community Research Quarterly (CRQ)
supports these observations. When we compare foreclosures and defaults for the first three quarters
of 2006 with the same period in 2007 we find them both up slightly from a 2006 monthly average of
6.1 to 6.6 and 10 to 13 respectively (see pp. 5-6).

Moving on to residential real estate sales; the Greater Fairbanks Board of Realtors’ (GFBR)
Multiple Listing Service (MLS) October 2007 Residential Class report indicates that the average
2007 sales price increased 7% over the same period in 2006 ($198,000 vs. $212,000). It also
indicates that about 100 additional units were on the market in October 2007 (554) compared to
October 2006 (446) a pattern indicating an increase in overall inventory. Further, we find 40 fewer
sales (1058 vs. 1098) year to date, compared to the same period in 2006.

In evaluating the single family home sales data (see p. 26) from a broader historical
perspective, a few interesting trends emerge. First, we note that annual 2006 residential sales were
18% higher than the annual average sales (2000-2006) and that 2007 year to date sales are almost at
2000-2006 average annual sales rate of 867 (see Figure 1). Further, Figure 2 shows that there were
more single family residence sales through the third quarter of 2007 than for the same period in 2006
(Fall CRQ 2002, 2003, 2007).

However, when we look specifically at the third quarter sales (see Figure 3) we see a slowing
from 2006 sales, although an increased rate when compared with the 2000-2006 average. This data,
along with the mortgage lending data, confirm AHFC’s observation that the Fairbanks housing
market is slowing down from an atypical condition and moving closer to historical ranges.

Military Housing

In 2009 Ft. Wainwright housing will be provided through an initiative called Residential
Community Initiatives (RCI). This is a process wherein national private developers sign a fifty year
lease to manage Army housing. The developer will be announced in late December and will be
working with the community in 2008 to develop a plan for integrating the housing with the
community.

The Ft. Wainwright housing office reports that they will be bringing on another 68 residential
units in December 2007, 205 in 2008, and 200 in 2009. Ft. Wainwright is authorized 1600-1625
units, compared to their present inventory of 1750; therefore the RCI contractor will be expected to
demolish about 125 of the older housing units to get to their authorized levels (email, December 4,
2007).

Rental Vacancy Rate

As traditionally tracked and calculated in the FNSB CRQ, the apartment / multi-plex vacancy
rate is 11.9% (see p. 23). This is largely due to the addition of 400 units of Army housing
(Birchwood Estates) recently converted to civilian housing. If we remove Birchwood Estates from
the calculation, the apartment / multi-plex vacancy rate drops to 7.1%, closer to the more typical fall
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season vacancy rate of 7%. It should be highlighted that this apartment / multi-plex vacancy rate
reflects vacancies in apartments and multi-plexes, not the broader universe of 17,687 rentals that can
be found by subtracting the number of residential exemptions® filed with the FNSB from the total
number of housing units documented in the recent US Census challenge.* If we were to take
vacancies for all types of residential rental units noted in the survey (727) and divide them by the
calculated number of all rental units (17,687), including homes, condos, cabins, and mobile homes,
our overall vacancy rate is 4.1%.

US Census Revised 2006 Fairbanks North Star Borough Population Estimate

In January 2007 the Alaska State Department of Labor (DOL) estimated that FNSB had a
population of 87,849, an increase of 241 over the previous year. However, FNSB Assessor’s data
showed that 918 new residential units had been constructed during that same period. This
discrepancy compelled the FNSB to challenge the DOL estimate with the State Department of
Commerce, Community and Economic Development (DCCED).® Late spring 2007 DCCED agreed
with the FNSB that their 2006 population was significantly undercounted and was actually 96,888.
This estimate was for the entire calendar year and included new residential construction that occurred
in 2006. The FNSB then challenged the U.S. Census population estimate for 2006. In late November
2007 the US Census Bureau agreed that the FNSB 2006 population through July 1, 2006 (minus 2006
new construction) was 94,803.

The primary reason for the discrepancy is the period covered. The 2006 DCCED estimate
covers the entire calendar year, including an additional 918 units of residential construction, while
the US Census estimate covers only the period ending July 1, thus excluding 2006 new construction.
If we multiply the 2006 new construction (918) by the Census Bureau’s 2000 census people per
household (2.67858) and vacancy rate (12%) we arrive at an additional 2,164 people. If we add that
to the July 1, 2006 estimate (94,803) we find a 2006 population estimate of 96,967, very close to the
DCCED 2006 estimate of 96,888.

Finally, last time we reviewed the impact of the revised (DCCED) population estimate we
noted that a higher population count impacted many statistics calculated on a per capita basis. One of
those key indicators is the FNSB per capita income which we revised down based upon an increased
population. Using the aforementioned US Census figures (new construction, US Census vacancy and
people per household rates), we estimated FNSB population from 2000-2005 and used those results to
recalculate FNSB per capita income (see Table 1). The revised per capita income shows that
Fairbanks per capita income remains substantially lower than Federal, State or Anchorage per capita
income.

Miscellaneous Observations

Unemployment Rate

It is worth noting that the average FNSB third quarter unemployment rate was exactly the
same as the average national unemployment rate (see p. 17), with an average of 0.4% for the second
quarter and 0.7% for the entire calendar year to date.

Conclusion:

In conclusion, the FNSB real estate market has cooled slightly. Sales, mortgage defaults and
foreclosures are all within normal ranges for this time of year. The apartment / multi-plex rental rate
reflects the addition of Birchwood estates, a 400 unit apartment complex, to that specific rental
market. When the entire rental market, including homes, mobile homes, and cabins, is considered the
vacancy rate is revealed to be 4.1%. Finally, the FNSB has successfully documented that its year end
2006 population was approximately 97,000.
