OVERVIEW 

The first quarter of 2010 found the Fairbanks North Star Borough (Borough) economy continuing to hold its own, even 

showing tiny green shoots of growth.  When comparing the first quarter of 2010 with the same period in 2009, we see 

that foreclosures and bankruptcies (both lagging indicators) were mixed and defaults were flat.  In the Borough, 

foreclosures were down and notices of default were essentially flat; regionally bankruptcies were up.  Within the 

Borough, employment was also mixed, with unemployment up 1% to 8.7% and average monthly employment also up by 

100 jobs.
2
  Vacancy rates remained moderate showing a 0.3% increase, leaving room for seasonal demand.  In 

comparison with the first quarter of 2009, housing was also mixed; with house sales growing by 36% and average home 

sale prices dropping by 11%.  New construction was also down by 7.5% from 2008.  Finally, at 98,660, U.S. Census 

Bureau population estimates for the Borough showed a 0.7% increase.  

 

In this quarterly, we will discuss a change in the method used to track Borough bankruptcies and begin to look at some 

data Fairbanks Economic Development Corporation has been developing about the Borough economy, we expect to 

discuss other aspects of this data in future quarterlies. 

 

BANKRUPTCY METHODOLOGY  

Fairbanks North Star Borough bankruptcies are recorded in the Fourth Judicial District, Fairbanks Office, along with 

many other communities.  When people file bankruptcy, they select the office and borough within which their 

bankruptcy is filed and reported.  This quarter, the Fairbanks Community Research Center reviewed the Bankruptcy 

filers addresses to determine if people filing in the Fairbanks Office were indeed residents of the Borough.  The review 

revealed that three out of the 42 bankruptcies reported in the Fairbanks Office for the first quarter of 2010, were not 

Fairbanks residents, for a total of 39 bankruptcies.  This revised process will also be used in future Quarterlies. 

 

It is important to remember that in the case of bankruptcies, since we are using a refined method, we are now looking at 

trends, not hard and fast figures.  We can’t say that Borough bankruptcies have changed a certain number; we can say 

that the regional trend for the Fairbanks Filing Office has changed.  As additional data is reported using this method we 

will again be able to draw more specific conclusions. 

 

THE FAIRBANKS SOCIAL ACCOUNTING MATRIX 

The Fairbanks North Star Borough Social Accounting Matrix (SAM) was constructed by the Fairbanks Economic 

Development Corporation (FEDC) based on a 2006 “snapshot” of the local economy.  The snapshot was taken from a 

2006 Input/Output model (IMPLAN) of Borough, supplemented with data from many other primary and secondary 

sources.  The SAM contains 39 internal industry
3
 and institutional sectors plus seven external sectors.

4
 It was constructed 

with available information on local industries and accounts in the Borough economy.  The SAM was constructed to 

present a detailed picture of the Borough economy, including interactions between the major sectors in the economy and 

the flows of the goods, services and external funds that drive it. 

 

The completed SAM was used to derive an economic base model of the Borough economy.  Economic base models use 

an economic theory of regional development to associate all employment and income occurring in a defined region to 

flows of funds originating outside the region.  The theory assumes that the local economy is divided into a 

“basic” (non-local) sector and “non-basic” (local) sector, and change in the local economy is primarily driven 

by changes in the basic sector.

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The “exogenous” or non-local sources of funds that drive the local economy include demand for goods and services that 

are produced locally and physically “exported” outside the region; local spending by non-resident tourists and business 

visitors; spending by state and federal government agencies;

 and receipts of “other property income”

 from holdings of 

assets located outside the region.  These external sources of funds are considered vital to the Borough economy and 

comprise the “economic base” of the region. 

 

WHO FINANCES OUR JOBS? 

The Borough economic base can generally be described as a three-legged stool (see Figure 1).  The legs are made up of 

the federal government, which generates 42% of our jobs; private enterprise, which generate 36%; and petroleum and 

state government which together generate the remaining 22% of all jobs in the borough.  While it is encouraging to see 

private enterprises’ exports generating almost 40% of the Borough economy’s jobs, it is important to note that the main 

employment driver is government dollars.  For example, about 20% ($500 million) of annual public dollars are spent on 

local contracts and other direct spending in the private sector of the Borough economy. These dollars generate more than 

50% of all jobs in the construction industry and 25% of all jobs in the professional services industry.  When we look at 

the impact of the entire public sector on the Borough economy, we find that they generate 60% of all jobs in the 

Borough.  In other words, six out of ten jobs in Fairbanks are directly or indirectly created by state and federal dollars 

spent in Fairbanks.

The dominant driver in the base economy is the military.  Fort Wainwright and Eielson operations bring $1.2 billion into 

our economy each year and generate 30% of all jobs in Fairbanks.  This means half of all jobs generated by the public 

sector are based on the dollars the military spends in our community.  This reveals just how important our military bases 

are to borough job creation and therefore the economy.  This also reveals how devastating a base closure realignment or 

troop reassignment would be to the Borough.

To understand our economy from another perspective, we need to look at the various qualities of the jobs that are created 

by our exogenous industries, one aspect of which is the average wage per industry.  In Figure 2, we see that with the 

exogenous industries included in our wage rates, the top three wage industries in the economy are Pipeline 

Transportation, Utilities and Refineries. We also see that our three lowest wage industries are Food Manufacturing, 

Agricultural/Forestry, and Eating / Drinking / Lodging.   

 

It is also important to look at how many of these jobs are created by these exogenous industries.  Figure 3 illustrates the 

relationship between the average income per job and the number of jobs created in each of the top ten exogenous 

industries.  Here, we note that the Pipeline Transportation industry provides a few high paying jobs (142); while the 

Military creates 8,349 that are also well compensated.  The Figure also reveals that the greatest numbers of jobs 

generated by private sector basic industries are Construction (which benefits from Military, Federal and State spending), 

Oil & Gas, and Other Mining. These jobs are also reasonably well compensated.

CONCLUSION 

So, what can we conclude from this information?  We can conclude that the Fairbanks North Star Borough’s economy is 

based upon a few key industries: military, federal and state government, and natural resource extraction.  The Military 

and Federal government are the overwhelming sources of new money flowing into our economy, with much of the rest 

of our economy built around servicing those basic industries.  Also playing an important role in job creation is State 

Government and natural resource extraction, including Oil and Gas, Pipeline Transportation and Mining.  With this and 

more detailed data produced from these economic models, we can make informed public policy and investment decisions 

about how to sustain and grow our economy.   

 

Summing up this brief overview of new information about our economy, we are well advised to ensure the continued 

strong presence of our military bases, and federal and state government in Fairbanks.  We also need to expand our 

economy by encouraging additional responsible natural resource extraction and development of other local industries 

that benefit from our arctic location.  These strategies will help us diversify our economy and lessen our vulnerability to 

future economic fluctuations.

They are using the nationwide formatting which does not sort business and non-business 
categories. FNSB will research the cases reported to separate the two categories.
