Introduction  

The fourth quarter of 2009 found the Fairbanks North Star Borough (FNSB) continuing to benefit 

from the return of 4,000 Stryker Brigade troops from Iraq.  This is reflected in continued low vacancy 

rates, increases in air passenger traffic, housing sales and housing prices.  However, also increasing 

were foreclosures, combined personal and business bankruptcies, and unemployment.  We also lost 

jobs in the fourth quarter.  Thus, we continue to find an economy that has areas of strength, but is also 

stressed by national and global economic conditions.  The return of the Strykers, stable energy prices, 

and stimulus funding for new homebuyers helped the FNSB economy, but the loss of jobs and a 

commensurate increase in unemployment is troubling.  Unpredictable energy prices, decisions about 

Eielson’s viability, and the loss of jobs continue to be a source s of economic concern.   

Financial  

In the fourth quarter of 2009, the Loan to Deposit ratio continued to drop into a healthier range, closer 

to those seen in 2004; deposits increased substantially over 2008 and loans decreased slightly.  While 

there were 34 more defaults in 2009 than in 2008, the trend seems to have flattened significantly.   

 

Two lagging indicators, foreclosures and bankruptcies were up when compared to the same quarter in 

2008 and also for the year as a whole.  However, to put things into perspective, we are talking about 

181 bankruptcies in 2009 compared to 144 in 2008.  While these figures are concerning, they are not 

alarming; however, it continues to be a trend to continue monitoring.  

Housing 

Housing sales were up 57% in the fourth quarter of 2009, compared to the fourth quarter of 2008, and 

prices were up 9% for the same period.  Sales were up 1.3% for the year and prices were up 1.7%.  

However, not all types of housing are faring equally well during this challenging period.  If we look 

closely at the housing sales data in Figure One we notice that prices and sales for one, two and three 

bedroom homes were up in 2009, compared to 2008; and we see that sales of four and five bedroom 

homes were up, but prices were down 3% and 13%, respectively.  It may be important to recall that 

there was a Federal First Home Buyer program in effect during this quarter, and this pattern may 

reflect the types of homes that first time homebuyers purchase and thus, an impact of the First Home 

Buyer program.     

Rental Vacancy  

The managed property rental market remained comfortably tight at 6.6% during the fourth quarter of 

2009.  This compares quite favorably to the 20% managed property vacancy rate in the winter of

Readers will recall that the vacancy rate historically reported in the FNSB Community Research 

Quarterly includes only the 3-4,000 managed properties within the FNSB, and excludes the 

13,000+non-managed properties, and therefore a second vacancy rate has been developed and 

reported herein.  In the fourth quarter of 2009, the combined vacancy rate for managed and 

unmanaged properties was 2.2% (available rentals / all rental units in FNSB).  These figures indicate 

that the FNSB rental market has largely absorbed the 400 units of 801 type military housing that was 

converted from military to private housing in May of 2007.  While many had been anticipating that 

another 150 units of rental housing that had been available to military personnel only (Walden 

Estates) were coming on the market in January 2010, this is inaccurate.  The owners of Walden 

Estates, have decided to sell these units in tranches, 40 are presently on the market, with the balance 

on the rental market.   

Industry Report  

Fourth quarter revenue landings have been trending down since a peak in 2003, and were down again 

in 2009, reflecting lower freight and tourist travel.  Incoming and outgoing passenger travel was up 

6% from the fourth quarter of 2008, and down 6% for the year.  Hotel room receipts were down 3% 

in the fourth quarter and 14% for the year.  The number of people visiting the University of Alaska 

Museum was down 8% for the fourth quarter and down 21% for the year.  Employment in the 

hospitality industry was down 8% from 3,800 in the fourth quarter of 2008 to 3,500 in the same 

period in 2009; and it was down 4.8% for the year.  Clearly, tourism has slowed as a result of the 

economic conditions nationally and globally.  The presence of the Strykers may bring more 

independent travelers as their family and friends come to visit them. 

 

While not reflected in this quarterly, other than in employment figures, at $1,200 per ounce, gold 

mining and exploration remained strong.  Employment figures report that, in the fourth quarter of 

2009, 1,200 people were employed in Mining (and Logging), up from 1,000 in the same period 2008.  

Healthcare added 100 jobs, or 3% over the same period in 2008.  Comparing jobs in the fourth quarter 

of 2009 to the fourth quarter of 2008, we find that Professional and Business Services were down 

27%, Construction was down 23%, Information was down 17%, Wholesale Trade was down 14%, 

and Leisure and Hospitality were down 8%.  Mining, health care, the university, and the military; 

coupled with local, state, and federal construction expenditures, and more affordable energy prices; 

helped keep the FNSB economy on a somewhat even keel through this period.   
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When we look ahead to the upcoming construction and summer season, we see a year much like last 

year.  This includes an $18 million expansion of Fred Meyer West, $9.5 million for a surgery center, 

and $33 million on city road and maintenance projects, and construction of the Raven’s Landing 

Senior Living Condominiums.  Construction and maintenance on Eielson, Fort Wainwright, at for the 

borough and school district is expected to be similar to last year’s.  In 2011, we can expect a $75 

million new medical facility, construction of an $86 million biological sciences building, and a $5 

million Cold Climate Housing Research Center expansion.  

Employment 

The Fairbanks North Star Borough lost 600 jobs in the fourth quarter of 2009, compared to the fourth 

quarter of 2008; and 600 jobs for the year.  This 1.6% drop in the number of jobs is reflected in a 

1.3% increase in unemployment, which increased from 6.4% in the fourth quarter of 2008 to 7.8% in 

the same period 2009.  It increased from an average of 6.1% for the year ending December 2008 to 

7.5% for 2009.  The State Department of Labor forecasts the loss of another 500 jobs, or 1.4%, in 

2010 (Trends, January 2010, pp. 13-6).   

 

On the bright side, American Recovery Act money should continue flowing through the federal and 

state system into the community.  This will include increased construction on the military bases, 

money for education, energy upgrades, transportation projects, and community economic stimulus 

money.  

Summary 

The return of the Stryker Brigade continues to help the FNSB economy, both in vacancy rates, house 

sales, and presumably retail jobs.  Mining, regional healthcare, and the University are other areas of 

strength that help Fairbanks hang on during this global economic storm.  Tourism data indicates that 

it didn’t take as big a hit as feared in the fourth quarter, though it is down.  Housing remains stable.  

Fairbanks has been impacted by the global economic storm, but continues to hold its own.  However, 

exogenous economic stress leaves the FNSB economy vulnerable to economic maladies.  Nationally, 

there are indications of a slowly recovering economy, which may translate into a stronger tourism 

season, but it remains too early to tell.  Unpredictable energy prices, vulnerable military bases, and a 

fearful nation unwilling to spend money on travel remain sources of ongoing concern, along with 

solving air quality issues in a timely and cost effective manner.

NOTE:         S. 256, the Bankruptcy Abuse Prevention and Consumer Protection Act of 2005 (the "Act") provides, at Section 1501, a general 
effective date of 180 days from the date of enactment. Section 1501 further provides that the Act's amendments are applicable only to cases filed 
on or after the effective date.  Attorneys anticipate a rush of clients in the months leading up to October 17, trying to file before the changes take 
effect. Those who do not make that deadline will face a longer, more difficult process, involving more paperwork and, possibly, less relief at the 
end. The Act is expected to discourage consumers from filing personal bankruptcies and for those who file, to be more expensive in terms of 
attorneys' fees as well as more being paid to creditors due to the means test.

Beginning in January 2009 the U.S. Bankruptcy Court changed the way they report bankruptcy cases.  Due to staffing changes the 
information is no longer individually entered.  They are using the nationwide formatting which does not sort business and non-business 
categories. FNSB will research the cases reported to separate the two categories.
